ow do you experience grace when life falls apart?

Maybe you feel like Job. Maybe the job you held for years is being yanked out from underneath
ou. Maybe your children frustrate you at every turn. Maybe your marriage is on a slippery slope
nd you don’t know how to climb back to the top. Maybe your health is an everyday struggle, and
our body is a constant source of pain. Maybe it's brought you to a place, like Job, where you're
itting in a dirt pile, covered with ashes, and there’s a voice from somewhere telling you just to
urse God and get it over with.

r maybe you feel like Jesus. You're being accused of things you didn’t do, people are spitting in
our face, mocking you, making fun of you, nailing you to a cross you don't deserve to hang on,
anting to bury you.

ow do you experience grace when life falls apart?

n Job 1:20-22 , we see how Job responded when one messenger after another came to Job and
old him his children have all died in a horrible accident, his oxen and donkeys were stolen, his
heep were burned up in a freak accident of nature, his camels were all stolen, he’s covered from
he bottom of his feet to the top of his head in painful, blistering boils: At this, Job got up and tore
is robe and shaved his head. Then he fell to the ground in worship 21 and said: "Naked | came
rom my mother's womb, and naked | will depart. The LORD gave and the LORD has taken
way; may the name of the LORD be praised.” 22 In all this, Job did not sin by charging God
ith wrongdoing.

0 many people, when they have trouble in their life, what do they do? They blame God, they turn
way from God. What did Job do? Job worshipped God and did not sin by blaming God for what
ad happened. Job acknowledged that even now, even in the worst moments of his life, he was
etter off than the way he started: a naked baby absolutely dependent on others for his very life.
e did not sin by blaming God for his troubles. Job knew that it was Satan who brings trouble, not
od.

nd you remember the prayer of Jesus, when he was about to be arrested?

My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me.” Jesus’ life was falling apart, and
he really didn’t want all the pain and suffering he knew was coming up. But did he blame God, or

turn away from God? Here’s the rest of that prayer: “Yet not as | will, but as you will."  (Matthew
26:39)

God blessed Jesus because Jesus kept trusting God, no matter how difficult life became! And
God blessed Job because Job kept trusting God, no matter how difficult life became!

Because God didn’t leave Job in that dirt pile, did he? No, he lifted him out and “ blessed the
latter part of Job’s life more than the first!” (Job 42:12)

And God didn’t leave Jesus buried either did he? No, “God exalted him to the highest place
and gave him the name that is above every name, 10  that at the name of Jesus every knee

| " should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the ea  rth, 11 and every tongue confess that
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Fathe  r.” (Philippians 2:9-11)

m Maybe your life is falling apart. Maybe you feel like Job. But in those times, remember to be Job,
whose name may mean, “The One Who Turns Back to God.”
